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The  link  between  gardens  and  sustenance  is  woven  into  the  history  

of   Lismore.   In   1845,   Jane   and   William  Wilson   established   Lismore  

Station,  thought  to  be  named  after  the  Inner  Hebrides  island  of  Lismore.  

In  Scottish  Gaelic  Lios  Mór   translates  as   ‘big  garden’.  Prior   to  being  
named  Lismore,  the  area  was  known  as  Tuckurimbah,  derived  from  the  

Bundjalung  name  ‘Dugarimbah’,  ‘Doogarimbah’  or  ‘Dugirinba’,  which  is  

sometimes  translated  as  ‘glutton’.
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
